Exhibit Space. The Exhibitor is hereby allocated the
following Exhibit Space in the Exhibitors’ Room dur-
ing the Symposium:

Authors
conducting Book-signings need only occupy the
space during their allocated hours.

*On Friday, July 18, the official close of business will be 6:00
pm, but Exhibitors may remain open until 8:00 pm if they desire.
If they remain open, the optional hours will count toward the
75% minimum; however, there is no requirement to staff the
booth and/or table those extra hours.

**On Saturday, July 19, the official close of business will be
9:00 pm, but Exhibitors may remain open until midnight (12:00
am Sunday) if they desire. If they remain open, the optional
hours will count toward the 75% minimum,; however, there is no

requirement to staff the booth and/or table those extra hours.

Total number of Exhibit Hours: 35
Total number of Optional Exhibit Hours: 5
Number of hours to meet the 75% minimum: 22.5

The Exhibitor may not engage in any Disruptive
Activity during the Exhibit Hours. “Disruptive
Activity” shall include, but is not limited to, unload-
ing and/or movement of merchandise into or through
the Exhibit Space or the exhibit space of others,
including common exhibit areas; packing or unpack-
ing merchandise outside the Exhibit Space; or any



activity deemed by HPEEF, in its sole judgment, to be
disruptive to other exhibits or not in the best interest
of HPEF or any of the Symposium participants.

4. Set-Up and Tear-Down of Exhibit Space. The
Exhibitor may unload and load products and supplies
and otherwise set-up or tear-down the Exhibit Space
during the following times:

Thursday, July 17, 2003: 1:00 p.m. — 5:30 p.m.

Sunday, July 20, 2003: 11:00 a.m. — 1:00 p.m.
5. Construction and Maintenance of Exhibit
Space. All Exhibit Space signs, banners, booth ceil-
ings, canopies, lighting grids and other exhibit-related
equipment should be free-standing and floor-support-
ed. Attachment to the ceiling beams or trusses, or
walls of the Exhibit Space, is not permitted.

The Exhibit Space is the sole responsibility of the
Exhibitor. The Exhibitor must keep the Exhibit Space
clean. The Exhibitor must keep the walkways and
aisles of the Exhibitors’ Room clear of merchandise
and storage bins. The Exhibitor shall be responsible
for any and all damage to the Exhibit Space during
the course of the Symposium. Major elements of the
Exhibit Space (i.e., booths or tables) must remain in
the specified space as designated by HPEF or its
designee(s).

The Exhibitors’ Room has a sprinkler system, smoke

detectors and a fire alarm system. All materials used
in the Exhibitors’ Room, including, without limita-
tion, elements of the Exhibit Space design and prod-
ucts of the Exhibitor, must be flameproof and fire-
resistant. Crepe paper, corrugated paper, flameproof
or otherwise, and flammable fluid or substances, are
not permitted. Any exhibits or parts thereof, or prod-
ucts, found not to be fireproof will be ordered dis-
mantled and removed from the premises.

Staffing: In exchange for the Payment, the Exhibitor
shall receive two (2) exhibitor badges for staffers.
Additional staffers may be utilized, subject to pay-
ment of $50 per additional staff person. This tag shall
be transferable from one staffer to another (i.e., if one
staffer works one day, the badge can be transferred to
another staffer the second day). At no time may more
than four (4) staff members be present in the Exhibit
Space. The exhibitor badges must be worn at all
times. The exhibitor badges do not permit the
Exhibitor’s staffers entry to the Symposium program-
ming; however, the Exhibitor’s staffers may purchase
day passes for the programming at a cost of $35 per
pass. The pass shall only be valid for the program-
ming day noted on it. The exhibitors badges will per-
mit entry to Saturday night’s Double Feature movies.

Persons staffing the Exhibit Space shall dress appro-
priately and conduct themselves professionally at all
times during the Symposium.
